Call to Order: The regular Board Meeting of the Board of Examiners of Assisted Living
Administrators was called to order by the vice chair, Kathy Tankersley, at 10:05 a.m. It was
noted that six of the nine board members were in attendance (Mamie Mahone arrived late at
approximately 10:40 a.m.). Also present was Frank Holden, president of ALAA, Christy Baynes,
Executive Director of Board of Examiners of Assisted Living Administrators, and Keith
Ferguson, Sage Management Business Development Director. Elizabeth R. Nolen, the board’s
representative from the Office of Attorney General was also in attendance.

Agenda: After reviewing the agenda for today’s meeting, Gloria Walker made a motion to
adopt the agenda as written for this meeting. The motion was seconded by Susan DePaola and
unanimously approved by Susan Durden, Susan DePaola, Jimmy Davis, Kathy Tankersley,
Bridget Hammett and Gloria Walker by a show of hands.

Board Minutes: The Board reviewed the minutes from the April 8, 2004 called board meeting.
A motion was made by Jimmy Davis and seconded by Gloria Walker to approve the minutes as
written. No discussion was held and there was unanimous approval of this motion by Susan
Durden, Susan DePaola, Jimmy Davis, Kathy Tankersley, Bridget Hammett and Gloria Walker
by a show of hands.

Board Appointments and Terms: There was a discussion concerning the 2005 board
appointments and terms. All board members present, except Jimmy Davis and Susan DePaola,
expressed their interest in continuing their board appointments. The board will continue this
discussion at the October board meeting. Interested board members will express their interest
and term agreement with Christy Baynes before the October board meeting. Kathy Tankersley
stated that no vote is required by the Board for this agenda item.
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Christy Baynes Surrender Assisted Living Administrator License: Christy Baynes
reported to the board the findings from the state audit concerning her continuation of licensure
as an Assisted Living Administrator. According to the findings, it was suggested that Christy
Baynes surrender her license in order to fulfill her position as Executive Director of the Board of
Examiners of Assisted Living Administrators. As of July 8, 2004 her license has been
surrendered.

Gloria Walker made a motion to accept Christy Baynes’ surrender of her Assisted Living
Administrator’s license. This motion was seconded by Jimmy Davis. There was no further
discussion and the motion was unanimously approved by Susan Durden, Susan DePaola,
Jimmy Davis, Kathy Tankersley, Bridget Hammett and Gloria Walker by a show of hands.

Board of Examiners of Public Accounts: Audit Review: Christy Baynes discussed the
findings of the recent state audit of the Board of Examiners of Assisted Living Administrators
(Tab 3). Among the primary findings the two areas that required board discussion were the
following:

o Examination Administration Committee: A board member is required to grade the
Section B exam since Christy Baynes conducts the training of the Section B material. It
is suggested that the board form an Examination Administration Committee to fulfill this
duty. Kathy Tankersley, Gloria Walker and Bridgett Hammett volunteered to serve this
committee.

Jimmy Davis made a motion to accept Kathy Tankersley, Gloria Walker and Bridgett Hammett
as the board members of the Examination Administration Committee. This motion was
seconded by Susan Durden. There was no further discussion and the motion was unanimously
approved by Susan Durden, Susan DePaola, Jimmy Davis, Kathy Tankersley, Bridget Hammett
and Gloria Walker by a show of hands.

e Board Member Requirements: It was noted that the Board of Examiners of Assisted
Living Administrators statute requires the five assisted living administrator board
members be licensed as an Assisted Living Administrator. According to Kathy
Tankersley’s record, she was never issued a permanent Assisted Living Administrator’s
license. As of July 8, 2004, Kathy Tankersley applied and paid for an Assisted Living
Administrator’s license. She was issued a license at that time and this issue was
resolved.

¢ Rules and Regulation Language: Christy Baynes and Elizabeth Nolen discussed the
discrepancy of the language between the Rules and Regulation and the statute.
Elizabeth Nolen is continuing to research this issue and will discuss her findings at the
October board meeting.
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Other Business: The board meeting for October has been changed from October 14, 2004 to
October 28, 2004.

There was no other business before the board.
Adjournment: Bridgett Hammett made a motion, seconded by Gloria Walker to adjourn the

regular board meeting of the Alabama Board of Examiners of Assisted Living Administrators at
10:55 a.m. This motion was unanimously approved by the Board.
